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Introduction

This document describes the steps to perform a full installation of an AP1120 on a Hipath 4000/Hipath 3500-DX.
Before proceeding check the part code on the box its delivered in is as shown below:-

HiPath DX AP1120:  - L30250-F600-A851.
HiPath 4000 AP1120: - L30250-F600-A851. 
STEP 1 – Set the Ap1120 into a known state with a fixed known IP address 

See section 2 for fixed IP working.


STEP 2 – Install an Admin tool on a PC

STEP 3 – Apply the required customer information.

STEP 4 – Configure the Hipath 4000/Hipath DX

See section 6
STEP 5 – Set a VLAN ID if required.

See section 7
STEP 6 – Connect to the customers LAN and test

STEP 1 - Set to Default Fixed IP Address
Implementation

With power applied use a paperclip to depress the reset button (through a small hole in the back of the unit).Keep the reset button depressed for up to 10 seconds. When all the AP1120 front panel LED’s start to flash release the reset button. The unit should now only have the Power and Ready LED’s flashing and the process is complete.
Important: 
1) the default IP address of the AP1120 is now 192.168.0.1


2) The admin PC IP address must be set to 192.168.0.10
If the reset switch was depressed for too long the procedure can be repeated.

STEP 2 - Install an Admin tool on a PC

Prerequisites

A Windows 2000 PC (or higher), not NT, should be used as the admin PC.  There are no particular speed or size requirements.

The admin PC should be on the same subnet as the AP1120, or routable through to it.

The latest version of the AP1120 system software should be obtained through the usual channels and installed in a folder using the default folder name.  

Admin Tool Start Up

The tool that’s required is the UMN Administration Application which is installed simply by running the setup program.

Once installed and the Admin PC LAN port connected to the Computer port of the AP1120, start the program by clicking on

This takes you to the main window.  
AP1120 Detection

To autodetect the AP1120 navigate to Tree Item menu – Autodetect as shown below.
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Enter the device IP Address Range.  This is a very slow process so enter as narrow a range as possible, preferably just the one device.  Click Start and the AP1120’s information should appear in the lower panel. Ensure the box next to the detected unit is ticked, as shown and press OK.  
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If the procedure fails see section 8.
STEP 3 – Apply the required customer information

AP1120 configuration
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Rclick on the Administration sub menu – click edit – see window below.
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In the IP config. box change the Local IP Address as circled  to 192.168.0.1 to match the default IP address, as shown and set the Unit Manager Server IP address to 192.168.0.10.
CAUTION – Make sure at this point all DHCP boxes are unchecked.

Press OK then close the message window.

On the MAC address in the left hand window Rclick  (
action
(  Restart(Abrupt). When the new window appears select ‘set the target unit’ and click on the MAC address – click OK twice and close the message window. The AP1120 unit will now reset.

After the reset only the power LED should be lit.

Rclick on the MAC address from the left hand Administration window  and select delete then redetect the unit as shown in 3.3.
The main window should now contain the AP1120 information in a tree structure with MAC address at the top as shown below.
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Customer PBX Settings

click on the + next to the MAC address then Rclick on CorNet-IP – Edit and enter the customer’s information as shown below as an example, press OK and close the message window.
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Note - the Host address should be entered twice.
Customer LAN Settings

To enter the customers LAN information repeat section 4.1
Rclick on the Administration sub menu – click edit – see window below.
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Ensure the LAN information is set correctly. If DHCP check that box.
If the AP1120 has a fixed address ensure the IP address, Netmask and Default Router are all set correctly. 
Set the Unit manager Server IP address to match the Server on the customers network.
IMPORTANT – If a VLAN ID needs to be set do not restart the unit at this point.

If no VLAN ID is required Right click on the MAC address and select Action ( Restart (abrupt).

NOTE – At this point the Admin PC cannot talk to the unit unless it is configured on the customers LAN or its fixed IP Address is in the same range as the customer settings.
STEP 4 – Configure the Hipath 4000/Hipath DX 
Configure the system to recognise the Subscriber Numbers as entered above.

STEP 5 – Set a VLAN ID ( optional )

Set VLAN ID
Rclick on the unit MAC address in the Admin window – click edit SNMP.

The window shown below should appear.
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Rclick on the ISO directory – select FIND –enter VLAN.

The window should expand as shown above.

Rclick on qosVlanIeee8021qVirtualLanID sub directory – select Get

Click on the number in the top right hand window and type in the customers selected VLAN ID as shown below.
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Rclick on the qosVlanIeee8021qVirtualLanID sub directory – select set.

Enable VLAN ID

Rclick on the qosVlanIeee8021qTaggingEnable sub directory – select Get

Select the text in the top right hand window – press 1 – select the drop down menu that appears and select enable as shown below.
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Rclick on the qosVlanIeee8021qTaggingEnable sub directory – select Set

Close the SNMP window and Rclick on the MAC address of the unit in the Administration window – Action – Restart Abrupt.

The Customer’s VLAN ID is now set.
Appendix A – Factory Default

To return the unit back to Factory Default power up the unit with a paperclip inserted in the reset hole at the back of the unit until all 4 LEDS flash then go to the steady state. Remove the paper clip and wait until only the Power and Ready LEDs are on. The system is now at Factory Default.
Hints

If at any time only the Power LED is flashing and all the others are unlit return to STEP 1.
If at any time only the LAN LED is flashing and all the others are unlit return the unit back to factory default as shown in Appendix A and return to STEP 1. 
This can happen if any parameter has been changed and a reset carried out. The unit then sees a mismatch.
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
